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MINISTRY-RELATED VOCATIONS SCHOLARSHIPS
NAME
Arizona Southern Baptist Convention Ministry-Related Vocation Scholar​ship.

PURPOSE
To encourage and assist church-related vocational ministry students in fulfilling their Biblical calling by pursuing an undergraduate degree at a qualifying college or university.

A qualifying college or university is an accredited institution whose accreditation will enable a graduate to attend masters level training at one of our Southern Baptist seminaries or a similar institution.

RECIPIENTS

Students pursuing Southern Baptist Convention ministry-related voca​tions, e.g. pastors, ministers of education, mini​sters of music, ministers of youth, missionaries related to Southern Baptist de​nominational missions agencies, vocational workers with Southern Baptist missions education​al agencies.  Those applicants who already have an undergrad​uate degree, in any field, will be ineligi​ble for this scholarship.

DEFINITION
For purposes of this program, students being considered for scholarships are defined as persons who have been called into Christian ministry as a church-related vocation.  This would also include those who plan to serve in mission service and denominational ministry.

GUIDELINES
1.
Applications can be obtained from and are to be returned to the Arizona Southern Baptist Convention, 2240 N. Hayden Road, Suite 100, Scottsdale, AZ 85257.  Any student applying for a ministerial scholarship for the first time and any student who has previously had a ministerial scholarship must submit an application form and be subject to the submission deadline dates of May 1 for fall semester and November 1 for spring semester.

Application includes the student’s (1) personal testimony of faith in Christ, (2) vocational call to ministry, (3) current church involvement, and (4) recommendation from their pastor. All applicants must submit the four items listed above each semester they apply for a scholarship.  In addition, first time applicants must also submit a recommendation from their church the first time they apply.

2.
Must maintain 2.5 Grade Point Average.

3.
Must be enrolled in a minimum of six (6) semester hours.  Scholarships will be prorated if less than full-time student. Grad​uating seniors who require less than 6 hours to graduate will be approved for the number of credits required and the amount of the scholarship will be prorated accordingly.  

4.
Must have publicly acknowledged a call to a ministry-related vocation.

5.
Must be a member of an Arizona Southern Baptist Church at the time of initial application.  While attending college an applicant must be an active member of a Southern Baptist Convention church located in the vicinity of their chosen college/university.

1. Must provide to the Arizona Southern Baptist Convention the appropriate application forms (ASBC-S1, ASBC-S2, and ASBC-S3 if first time applicant).  Each student shall submit with the application for scholarship a written testimony of God’s call to enter Christian ministry as a vocation.

7.
Scholarship shall be awarded for only one (1) semester at a time.  Scholarship may be renewable but renewal is not guaran​teed.

8.
Scholarships are available for a maximum of eight semesters for any one individual.

9.
Applicants will be considered after submitting all documents in this packet.

10.
The number and amounts of scholarships awarded by the Arizo​na Southern Baptist Convention shall not exceed the annual budgeted amount for the scholarships.

11.        The Convention Scholarship Committee shall be responsible to review applicants and award scholarships to qualified applicants.

12.
A recipient of this scholarship is expected to continue in a Southern Baptist ministry-related vocation, as defined by the Arizona Southern Baptist Convention.  If this is not the intent of the applicant, your application should not be submitted. 

13.
Ministry-Related Scholarship funds are intended to be used for tuition, fees, books, supplies and equipment required by the university for your education.

14.
The conduct of the student receiving a scholarship will be of the quality to commend the trust reflected in this type of assistance.

15.
In applying for a scholarship, the student will agree to the guidelines above.

16.         If an applicant is approved for scholarship funds, the applicant will be responsible to provide the Scholarship Committee with the following: (1) a current unofficial transcript and (2) a schedule of classes enrolled in for the applicable semester.

17.        An applicant who fails to successfully complete a semester for which scholarship funds were awarded will be disqualified to receive funds in the next application period.
